It is an easy four hour drive to
Sydney and continued Pacific Highway upgrades
are supporting even faster connections to the
Queensland growth areas of Brisbane and the
Gold Coast.

Port Macquarie Airport has recently undergone
a $21million upgrade and can now cater for
larger aircrafts up to 180-seat B737-800 / A320
series and new routes. The Airport Master Plan
maps out further improvements to the terminal,
a future business park and capacity to grow
passenger movements to 450,000 by 2030.
